Faith Friends Academy program of First Baptist Church began in the early 70’s.  Ever since our opening day we 
have strived for the highest in educational goals.  For many years we concentrated on the two and three year old 
program.  It is now considered one of the best programs around.  Recently, we added a four year old, half day  
program and it has met with tremendous success. This past year we added a full daycare program for infants 
through 4 year olds. Our parents are extremely pleased with the training their young ones are receiving and the ad-
vancements they are making. 
 
Our one year old, two year old, three year old and four year old programs are using the WeeLearn curriculum.  It is 
an excellent curriculum covering all the basics these age groups should be learning.  This program is designed to be 
a place for living, learning, and helping the child to grow mentally, physically, emotionally, socially and spiritually.  
Each day brings new opportunities to play, investigate and to express ideas through: 
 
  GROUP LIVING: Planning, working and playing in an organized experience so that desirable habits, attitudes, reasoning,  
   independence and responsibility are established. 
  CREATIVE ACTIVITIES: Self-expression through the use of paints, clay, crayons and manual tools. 
  LANGUAGE EXPERIENCE: Enjoying stories, verse, conversation, dramatization, building skills and under-  
    standing for reading and writing. 
  MUSIC EXPERIENCE: Responding rhythmically to songs by singing and listening to music. 
  HEALTH and SAFETY---PHYSICAL EDUCATION: Learning good health habits, acquiring an intelligent understanding of safety 
       rules and developing coordination of the body. 
 REST and RELAXATION: Indoor and outdoor play and quiet or rest time. 
  SPIRITUAL: The love of God is demonstrated to the child through Bible stories, Bible-oriented songs and activities designed to teach 
  the meaning of holy days.  The child is taught that God and Jesus are with her/him at all times and not just when 
  she/he goes to church.  Appreciation for and care of God’s creation is presented through nature walks and talks.  The 
  child will participate in a weekly chapel service led by members of the ministry staff of First Baptist Church. 
 
 
 
One day each week our students will participate in a chapel service led by the Administrator or a member of the 
staff of First Baptist Church.  Occasionally, there may be someone who would be of special interest to the stu-
dents invited in by the Administrator to share in the chapel service.  This person would have the approval of the 
Pastor of First Baptist Church.

_ The salvation of lost and sinful man through the shed blood of the 
Lord Jesus Christ by faith, apart from works, and regeneration by 
the Holy Spirit 
 
_ The Holy Spirit, by whose indwelling the believer is enabled to 
live a holy life to witness and work for the Lord Jesus Christ 
 
_ The unity in the Spirit of all believers, the church, the Body of 
Christ 
 
_ The resurrection of both the saved and the lost, they that are saved 
unto the resurrection of life, and they that are lost unto the resurrection  
of damnation 



FACILITIES
