Communication is essential in the life of the local church family. For that reason, our staff has
been working on a way to enhance our abilities to communicate with our congregation while at the
same time providing a way for you to stay in touch with each other more conveniently. In January,
you will begin hearing and seeing a good bit about how you might get connected.

We are moving to a new kind of church record keeping solution called REALME. It primarily serves
the administrative needs of our staff, but it also offers some exciting opportunities to support the
way you are involved in our church. Not only will this improve work life for our ministry staff, it will
make it easier for you, our church family, to connect with each other, keep up with what’s going on,
and grow as a connected community of believers.

Everyone in our church will get a unique profile. Your profile contains everything you want
people in our church to know about you. Your profile also enables you to join a small group, RSVP
to events, track your giving, update your contact information, change family details, set notification
preferences, and replace that outdated family photo.

Because groups and classes are an important part of our church, you will be able to connect
with the people in them throughout the week. You can keep track of upcoming meetings, who's
bringing the biscuits to the 1st Sunday breakfasts, and what’s going on in each other’s lives.

Another valuable piece to this application is the ability to view upcoming church events and
register for the ones you’d like to attend. If an event’s registration requires payment, you’ll see
its cost, any required deposit amount, acceptable forms of payment, and its no-refund date, if
applicable. You can also manage your active registrations and see any outstanding balances.

REALM has the potential to be a game changer in keeping us connected in the days ahead.
But, you may ask, what about my privacy? You will have complete control over who can see your
contact and personal information. Contact information is never public or searchable on the Internet.
Any information you elect to make visible to your church family is always protected behind a login.
Only authorized staff will have access to your profile information. You and certain authorized staff
may update your profile information. In some cases, your group leader may update your contact
information if you have made it visible to group leaders. For safety reasons, sharing contact and
personal information for children under 18 is limited. Parents will determine whether or not to
display their child’s name in the online church directory. Children under 13 may not participate and
will not be able to sign in.

Sounds interesting doesn’t it... But what do you need to do right
now? Nothing, at this moment. [In January, you will begin to hear
about how you might get connected to this app. Some of our Sunday
School teachers have been using REALM in effort to be trained to
help others join in. We will have training moments designed to help
anyone who requires it. For now, just keep loving Jesus and serving
His people.
