Logan is also the home 
of Utah State University, making it a 
strategic location with a potentially 
global ministry impact. God 
connected a curious LDS couple 
with Gospel Peace Church. They 
started attending on the church's 
very first Sunday. The couple began 
asking serious questions about 
what the church believed about 
faith in Christ alone. A year later, the 
church baptized the couple as new 
believers in Jesus.
